Dr Peter Brown is retiring from full-time practice and wishes to sell his solo practice on a walk-in, walkout basis. The practice has VMO rights to Alpine Health but no procedural skills are required. 

Dr Brown will be available at most times to provide locum and sick leave coverage as he plans to continue residing in Mount Beauty. He is also willing to act as a mentor to the new doctor. 
 
The Package
The terms of the practice sale are confidential and negotiations will be conducted with interested parties. The new doctor can expect to earn over $250K per annum. All after hours patients are billed as private patients by the practice. The practice qualifies for rural incentive and retention grants, a company infrastructure grant from Alpine Health and locum subsidies. The successful doctor may also be eligible for Federal and/or State relocation grants. 
 
Practice Profile
This accredited, computerised teaching practice has two well equipped consulting rooms and a treatment room. The practice has a well established patient base. Dr Brown is supported by a practice manager and a practice nurse who performs Aged Care Health Assessments in the home, children’s health checks and immunisations. Regular women’s health clinics are conducted by an accredited Women’s Health Nurse certified RN and pathology samples are couriered twice daily to Albury-Wodonga for processing. Minor surgical procedures are performed bi-monthly at the Mount Beauty Hospital. Alpine Health performs the practice’s instrument sterilisation.

The ageing population of Mount Beauty means aged care impacts on the practice together with children’s health issues and antenatal care. Patients are encouraged to attend Albury-Wodonga for shared specialist antenatal care and delivery as the local hospital is not equipped for emergency or complicated births and cannot provide specialist pediatric care. There is a small demand for drug and alcohol counseling and referral.

Currently the practice hours are 9am - noon and 1.30pm - 5pm Monday - Friday. The practice is closed at weekends. 

Private services provided to the Alpine Health campus in Mount Beauty include A&E as required, emergency X-rays, daily visits to Dr Brown’s inpatients, outpatient support as required and weekly and rare emergency visits to the 20 bed high care residential aged care facility attached to the hospital.

Alpine Health provides a comprehensive range of services in acute, aged and community care including A&E, acute medical inpatient care, day surgery (minor procedures, endoscopy), midwifery & maternity, OT, speech pathology and radiology. The GP practices in Mount Beauty, Myrtleford and Bright jointly provide on call cover for the respective hospitals of Alpine Health on weekends. The patients are triaged by very experienced staff and when necessary doctors are contacted for treatment orders or attendance. 

Major regional hospitals in the nearby large centre’s of Wangaratta and Albury -Wodonga provide quality care and support to communities in the area. Additional allied health services - psychology counselling, diabetes education and dietetics - are available through the North East Victoria Division of General Practice.
